The tenth Bedford International Kite Festival will once again take place on Russell Park over the weekend of 2nd & 3rd June 2012. 

The event has grown in both popularity and size over recent years and in 2011 we anticipated over 30,000 visitors over the two days. 

Alongside the various kite demonstrations and displays in the arena will be a whole host of other attractions, food and drink, entertainment, music and kite stalls specialising in kite equipment, clothes and other accessories.

New for 2012 and as part of the Queens Diamond Jubilee Celebrations we will be holding two one day events on Monday 4th & Tuesday 5th June 2012. Monday sees ‘It’s a Knockout’ entering the arena with 24 teams of ten battling it out for overall supremacy. On Tuesday we will be holding a small music event, consisting of local bands on stage in the park. 

We anticipate that these two additional events will attract around 4,000 and 2,000 visitors respectively and will run from midday until 5pm on Monday and 6pm on Tuesday.

Bedford International Kite Festival & Diamond Jubilee Events 2012 - Terms and Conditions

This Agreement is made between BEDFORD BOROUGH COUNCIL (“the Licensor”)  and __________________________________________________________ (“the Tenderer” and “the Licensee”)


1. LICENCE
The Council has invited tenders for providing an outlet as defined in this Agreement for the Licence Period as is also defined. The successful Tenderer shall have the right to sell Hot/Cold Food during the Bedford International Kite Festival & Diamond Jubilee Events in accordance with the following terms and conditions.

Subject to Clauses 3 and 4 of this Agreement the Licensor gives the Licensee the following rights (in common with the Licensor and all others authorised by the Licensor so far as is not consistent with the rights given) to use for the “Licence Period” of Saturday 2nd & Sunday 3rd , Monday 4th & Tuesday 5th June 2011.

1.1 The right to provide the Outlet at the Designated Space.

1.2 Access to and egress from the “Designated Space” and “Access Ways”.

2. DEFINITIONS
“Site” – the land on Plan annexed to this agreement.

“Designated Space” – means the space for one trading vehicle allocated to the Licensee for the Licence Period.

“Outlet” – means the facility to sell Hot/Cold Food. No other goods/services shall be sold from the Outlet during the Licensed Period.

“The Festival” shall mean the “Bedford International Kite Festival & Diamond Jubilee Events” held on Saturday 2nd & Sunday 3rd, Monday 4th & Tuesday 5th June 2012.

“The Licence Period” means the duration of the. “Bedford International Kite Festival & Diamond Jubilee Events” held on “Saturday 4th & Sunday 5th, Monday 4th & Tuesday 5th June 2012. 

“The Tender Offer” means the sum bid by the catering trader for the site.

“The Specified Services” means the sale of catering products.

“Goods” means any items for sale or use by the trader and any associated equipment.

“Goods and Services” means the sale and provision of catering products.

3. LICENSEE’S UNDERTAKINGS
The Licensee agrees and undertakes:

3.1 To pay the Licensor the full amount of the “Tender Offer” within Fifty Six Days of being notified that their tender was successful Non payment will result in the offer been withdrawn.

3.2 To provide and operate at his own expense the said Outlet, all equipment, fuel necessary for the efficient running of the Outlet and the provision of the specified services.

3.3 At all other times to observe and comply in all respects with the statutory or other requirements rules regulations and byelaws (including those laid down by the Council’s Environmental Health and Safety Unit or the Fire Brigade or other competent authority and those made by the Licensor for the proper management of the site) relating to the said Outlet and the use thereof.

3.4 To be solely liable for and indemnify the Licensor against all loss damage claims or demands (other than any death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the Licensor) which may in any way arise or be occasioned either directly or indirectly out of the licence hereby granted and to secure the due performance of the indemnity contained in this Clause by entering into such policies or insurance the Licensee considers necessary to protect him against the liabilities arising hereunder and to keep such policies in force during the continuance of this agreement. To this end the Licensee must carry Public Liability Insurance with a reputable Insurance Company to a minimum of Five Million Pounds in respect of any one event or series of events. The Licensor will inspect the insurance policy prior to the commencement of the Licensed Period.

3.5 At any time during the Licence Period to permit the duly authorised officers of the Licensor to enter the said outlet for the purpose of examining the conditions thereof or for any other reasonable purpose deemed expedient by the Licensor.

3.6 Not to do or permit or suffer to be done hereunder anything which in the opinion of the Licensor may be a nuisance or annoyance to or in any way interfere with the Licensor its servants and agents or the quiet comfort and enjoyment of all persons rightfully using the Site.

3.7 Not to use or suffer or permit anyone to use the said outlet or any part thereof for any other purposes than the Specified Services during the continuance of this agreement.

3.8 To keep the Designated Space clean and tidy and clear of rubbish and to leave the same in a clean and tidy condition and free of the Licensee’s furniture equipment goods and chattels at the end of the Licence Period.

3.9 Not to obstruct the Access Ways or cause the same to become dirty or untidy nor to leave any rubbish on them.

3.10 Not to display any signs or notices at the Designated Space without the prior written consent of the Licensor.

3.11 To observe such rules and regulations as the Licensor may make and of such the Licensor shall notify the Licensee from time to time governing the Licensee’s use of the Designated Space or the Access Ways.

3.12 This licence is in respect of the Designated Space only and includes the right for the licensee to provide a maximum of one vehicle only for actual trading purposes on the Designated Space. A supply vehicle/trailer may be provided alongside the trading vehicle subject to the prior agreement of the Licensor but no trading shall be carried out from this second vehicle.

4. GENERAL
4.1 The Licence may be revoked by the Licensor by notice if the Licensee shall fail to observe and perform any of the agreements of its part herein contained and thereupon this agreement shall absolutely determine and this right of revocation is without prejudice to any right of action of the Licensor in respect of any antecedent breach of the Licensee’s agreements herein contained.

4.2 Nothing contained in this agreement whether express or implied shall grant to or confer on or be constructed as granting to or conferring on the Licensee the sole and exclusive selling rights on the Site but only in respect of the Designated Space.

4.3 It is agreed between the parties that this agreement constitutes a licence and confers no tenancy upon the Licensee and that possession of the site is retained by the Licensor subject to the rights created by this license.

4.4 The benefit of this licence is personal to the Licensee and not assignable but the rights granted by the Licensor under Clause 3 may be exercised by the Licensee and its employees.

4.5 The Licensor gives no warranty that the Designated Space on the Site is legally or physically fit for the purposes specified in Clause 3.

4.6 The Licensor shall not be liable for the death of or injury to or for damage to any property of or for any losses claims demands actions proceedings damages costs or expenses or other liability incurred by the Licensee or any person referred to in Clause 4.4.

4.7 All notices given by either party pursuant to the provisions of this agreement shall be in writing and shall be sufficiently served if delivered by hand or sent by recorded delivery to the other party at its registered office or last known address.

4.8 If the Licensee is selling or displaying items other than catering or is likely to be selling or displaying items which are not or are not likely to be in keeping with the spirit of the Festival or is not behaving in accordance with strict standards of correct and decent behaviour demanded by the Licensee the Licensor shall be entitled to turn away or remove the Licensee from the Designated Space.

4.9 If any vehicle belonging to the Licensee is deemed by the Licensor to be causing an obstruction or for any other reason the Licensor shall have the power to remove the same forthwith to any other reasonable siting or pitch at no cost to the Licensor.

4.10 Similarly in a case of inclement weather during the Festival or before the Licensor may move or direct the Licensee to alternative areas or another site at no cost to the Licensor.

4.11 Licensees shall provide and maintain sufficient rubbish bins around the immediate vicinity of their vehicle (and any supply vehicle) and ensure that these are emptied regularly and that they are kept tidy.

4.12 The Licensee shall keep and maintain sufficient fire extinguishers and or other safety equipment and make proper safety arrangements and ensure that all such fire extinguishing equipment and other equipment is operable and ready for action at all times during the Festival.

4.13 If the Licensee unreasonably damages the ground and immediate vicinity of his Designated Space including trees shrubbery flowers etc he shall reinstate the same to the same condition which he found it to the complete satisfaction of the Licensor.

4.14 The Licensor has no obligation to accept any or all tenders submitted.

5.
PAYMENT OF FEES

5.1 In the event of a cancellation by the Licensee the Licence Fee will be forfeited unless the Licensor can engage a suitable replacement in which case the Licence Fee less an administration charge of £50.00 will be returned to the Licensee.

6.
GOODS AND SERVICES

6.1 The goods and services offered to the public will be of the highest possible standard and should be offered at prices which are consistent with those prices normally charged in the same trade or business carried on in the Bedford Borough area.

6.2 The Licensee shall display prominently the prices of all goods being sold on a list easily visible to any member of the public queuing at the sales hatch of the ice cream vehicle.

6.3 All generators and other electric equipment must be protected from the public and used in a safe manner. All noise from generators must be kept to a minimum.

6.4 The identity of the Licensee (which shall be the same as that shown in the Licence) shall be clearly and prominently displayed at all times at the Outlet at each Designated Space and shall give the trading name and the address of the Licensee.

6.5 Licensees should include with their Tender a complete price list for all goods they wish to sell.

6.6 On Saturday 2nd June 2012 Licensees must be in position by 0830 to be ready for trading by 1000 hours and shall continue to trade until at least 1800 hours. On Sunday 3rd June 2011 trading must commence by 1000 hours and continue through to the end of the Festival at 1700 hours. If Licensees wish to do so they may trade to 1900 hours on the 2nd June 2012. On Monday 4th & Tuesday 5th June trading must commence by 1200 hours and continue through to the end of the Events at 1700 hours on Monday and 1700 hours on Tuesday 5th June. Licensees will be in position and ready for trading by the above times, latecomers may be refused vehicular access onto the site.

7. SITE MANAGEMENT
7.1 Licensees should arrive at the Designated Space no later than 0830 hours.

7.2 Outlets will be allocated a Designated Space according to the predetermined site plan, or as determined by the Licensor.

7.3 One essential supplies/trailer vehicle per Licensee will be permitted on each space parked immediately behind the retailing outlet whilst remaining within the overall dimensions space.

7.4 Private cars must not be parked on the Festival site and it is the sole responsibility of the Licensee to find suitable alternative parking space for their own car or other surplus vehicles.

7.5 Licensees must sell only those goods shown on their licences.

7.6 Alcohol must not be sold or displayed by any Licensee on site.

7.7 For safety reasons once positioned no vehicle will be permitted to move on site for the duration of the Festival unless with the express authority and agreement of the Licensor in which case proper safety procedures shall be followed.
